GUIDELINES FOR Dr. D.K. Bhardwaj ANNUAL ATHLETIC
SPONSERSHIP SCHEME

Dr. Dinesh Kumar Bhardwaj, retired principal of Dr. Y.S. Parmar Govt. P.G. College Nahan has
categorically announced, being the Chief Guest during the closing ceremony of the College Athletic
Meet at Historic Nahan Chowghan in the session 2022-23 that Two Best Athletes (One among Boys
and One among girls) will be awarded with a sponsorship of Rs. 11,000/ for each annually. The first
such sponsorship has been given there and then immediately after the announcement. Now in order to
regularize the healthy and sound practice some of the guidelines are framed for future reference so as
the students can be promoted to take part in the field of athletics and sports. This kind of sponsorship
will definitely encourage the students to bring out their best in the field of athletics along with their
academic potential. The college is highly thankful to Dr. D.K. Bhardwaj for such type of visionary
initiative in the interest of the students. As it would be an annual feature till the sponsor desires, so
some guidelines need to be famed as under:

1. A committee will be duly constituted well in advance so as wide publicity of the same will be
initiated among the students before organizing the College Annual Athletic Meet.

2. As the sponsorship is an annual feature, thus the constituted committee is expected to contact
the sponsor well before the College Annual Athletic Meet and apprising him about the same.

3. A formal announcement from the stage in this regard will be made to all the participating
athletes at the commencement of the Annual Athletic Meet so as they can give their best during
performance.

4. As the sole criteria for the sponsorship is the declaration/chosen as the best athlete among the
participating athletes, irrespective of class, if otherwise eligible to take part in the events, the
committee would establish the genuinity too, if requires so.

5. Asthe selection of the best athletes among boys and girls are done by the sport jury/committee
on the basis of the event performance in field and tracks, so the sponsorship committee will just
assist the ongoing process in order to seek the names of the best athletes.

6. The committee will establish that the selected athletes must be the bonafied students of the
college and his/her name must figure in the college roll for that particular session.

7. The amount of Rs. 11,000/ (Rupees Eleven Thousand) will be handed over to each best athlete
among boys and girls thorough Cheque or Cash as desired by the sponsor.

8. The committee will try to ensure the physical presence of the Sponsor to hand over the
sponsorship and the formal invitation in this regards must be handed over to the sponsor well
in advance.

9. The committee will hand over a letter of thanks from the college side to Dr. D. K. Bhardwaj,
for this visionary initiative in the field of athletics and sports after the concluding of the Annual
Athletic Meet.



10. The committee will keep all the records pertaining to this sponsorship every year and the
achievements may be highlighted in the college magazines or Prospectus to give due Weightage
for promoting sportsmanship.

11. An action take report of the same will be submitted to the office of the worthy principal by the
committee at the end of the process after every College Annual Athletic Meet.

12.In case the College Annual Athletic Meet is not held in a particular session due to some
unavoidable reasons the committee will find out the ways in consultation with the sponsor to
search the viability and feasibility of the Sponsorships Scheme in that particular session or year.
